. inner flange of a Lowell IX Series enclosure, after which the the non-loadbearing torsion grille
can be mounted to the enclosure.

— 8" Speaker/xfmr assembly weighing less than 3.5 Ibs. — includes most Lowell speaker/
xfmr assemblies with 5-100z. magnet and 4-8W transformer: Place the speaker/xfmr
assembly on the grille's welded studs, then place the two torsion devices on studs (opposite
each other). Attach the speaker and torsion devices with the nuts provided. The assembly is
then ready to mount to a compatible enclosure equipped with torsion receptacles.

— 8" Speaker/xfmr assembly weighing more than 3.5 Ibs. — includes all speaker/xfmr
assemblies with Lowell driver model 8A50: The speaker/xfmr assembly must be screw-
mounted directly to a Lowell IX Series enclosure, which has an inner speaker mounting flange
and torsion receptacles. After the speaker/xfmr assembly is mounted to the enclosure, the non-
loadbearing grille with torsion devices can be mounted to the torsion receptacles in the enclosure.

The grille
shall include welded studs with nuts, two torsion bracket/spring devices and installation accessories to mount to specified mounting ring
or enclosure with torsion receptacles. The torsion/bracket method shall be adjustable for varied ceiling depths. Speaker/transformer/grille

assemblies weighing less than 3.5 Ibs. shall mount to speaker studs on the grille; the grille shall install to the specified backbox using the
torsion devices.

[ Eight inch speaker/transformer/grille assemblies weighing more than 3.5 Ibs. shall direct/screw-mount to Lowell enclosure model X810 or
[X810-EL. The grille, without the weight of the speaker/transformer, shall then mount to torsion receptacles in the backbox. |
